You need to
comprehend the overall story on the basis of ‘me’
and understand the situation and background that
‘I"amin.

You will be asked to choose what the ‘author’
is feeling. First, you need to understand the
context of the whole article. Also, you need to
understand the meaning of the preceding and
the following sentences as well, because you
won't be able to choose ‘how | am feeling’ on the
basis only on the meaning of the underlined part.
Generally, its reason or cause comes before the
underlined part, so you need to understand and
analyze the situation properly. Even if you do not
know what the underlined part means, it can be
guessed by the preceding situation or sentence.
The following is vocabulary related to emotian, for
your reference.

Instead of focusing on comprehending the
meaning of each word, you should understand
the overall flow of the passage. While reading the
overall contents by following its flow, you need to
determine whether each relevant answer choice is
right or wrong. As the content of the passage and
the order of the sentences in the answer choices
may not match, you should compare the contents
of the article with the answer choices properly
and exclude each answer which is irrelevant to the
article one by one. The answer choices hardly use
the exactly same expressions as those used in the
passage above, so it would be helpful to know the
similar vocabulary to find the same meaning.

While writing your answer, there are several things
you need to be careful. No matter how accurate
your vocabulary and grammar are, and how good
the content of your writing is, you cannot get a high
score if the content of your writing is irrelevant to
the topic. Moreover, you need to write an answer
for each question; if you are given two tasks, write
two answers; and if you are given three tasks, write
three answers. Also, you need to change paragraphs
when the content changes. Your writing should be
composed of total three to four paragraphs; one
paragraph for the introduction, and two to three
paragraphs for the main body and conclusion which
are composed of the answers to the provided two or
three questions.

For the main body part, you should read
the presented questions and compose your
sentences in response to them. First, write
the answers to the gquestions and present
their additional explanation and examples to
compose a persuasive sentence. When you
compose the contents, you must not include
anything too personal or illogical contents. It
should be general and persuasive. There are
several ways to explain additionally. You could
persuade objectively by providing detailed
examples or scientific evidence, quoting a
news article, or using a proverb; drawing
a comparison between each era, gender,
age, ete.; or making an analysis in detail and
explain it. Then, as for the last sentence, it is
recommended to finish your writing by simply
summarizing the two paragraphs of the main
body or writing its future prospect.
